PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 742/ HCS requires concurrence of the local legislative body for the appointment of local emergency management directors.  Preference for these appointments shall be given to veterans of the Armed Forces or Coast Guard, or persons with experience in fire, law enforcement, or emergency medical services.

ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 742/ HCS on local governments is indeterminable but likely minimal.  The measure requires action by local legislative bodies which may result in additional administrative and personnel expense.
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
