PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 75 GA would exclude county sewer services from control of the Public Service Commission.  Counties would be able to make decisions, such as rate changes, without approval from the PSC, saving administrative costs.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 75 GA on local governments is indeterminable, but would likely be substantial.  By excluding the county sewer systems from the Public Service Commission's (PSC) control, counties would be able to speed up rate establishments and changes. These processes currently require publication of the proposed rates and public hearings.  The county governments must incur the costs of attorney and engineering fees, as well as other administrative costs associated with the approval process.  According to a representative from the Kentucky Association of Counties, HB 75 GA would save the counties a considerable amount of money.
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
