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AN ACT relating to civil procedure.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 454 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

During discovery in a civil case arising out of the same conduct upon which criminal charges against a party were based, either party may submit interrogatories to the other. If a party objects to an interrogatory based upon a protection against self incrimination granted in the Constitution of this Commonwealth or of the United States, then the judge hearing the case shall review the interrogatory or interrogatories with the objection and determine whether an answer shall be compelled. Otherwise, the Kentucky Rules of Civil Procedure and applicable local rules of court shall apply to interrogatories provided for in this section.
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
