"SECTION 58.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 230A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The General Assembly provides that non-state supported financial assistance to Kentucky's horse racing and breeding industry and financial assistance for the many human, social, and other governmental needs that remain unfunded because of the state budget shortfall be met through the generation of new revenues by the operation of electronic gaming devices at licensed racetracks. The General Assembly finds and declares that promoting excellence in racing through higher purses for horsemen, renovation, and the modernization of the state's aging racetracks, meeting the unmet needs of the young, poor, elderly, and sick in the Commonwealth, and boosting the state's tax base by creating new jobs and expanding tourism are of the utmost importance and these purposes shall be further realized by requiring that all racetracks on which electronic gaming devices are located allow:

Persons sixteen (16) years of age or older to drink alcoholic beverages;
(2)
Persons fourteen (14) years of age or older to smoke or partake of cigarettes and other tobacco products; and
(3)
Persons twelve (12) years of age or older to play electronic gaming devices."; and
