On page 56, line 14, by deleting "(f)" and inserint "(g)" in lieu thereof;

On page 59 , line 4, after "(f)" by inserting the following:

"
After payment of the costs and expenses described in paragraph (c) of this subsection, five million dollars ($5,000,000) of the annual gaming income shall be disbursed to the Kentucky Department of Education to provide compulsive gaming classes for all students in both the eighth and twelfth grades in the public schools. The classes shall be mandatory for all students in those grades and shall be designed to protect Kentuckians from the proliferation of gaming and allow them to make informed decisions on whether to participate in gaming. The Kentucky Department of Education shall establish the curricula to be used and shall seek the assistance of parents, teachers, and mental health professionals in developing the curricula. The curriculum shall be age-appropriate and at a minimum, shall include an analysis of the costs and benefits of gaming, including any social costs, the warning signs for identifying problem gamblers, the emotional and pathological makeup of the problem gambler, and the forms of gaming more likely to lead to addiction if a person is predisposed to gaming or has a propensity to gamble.
