On page 1, line 14, after "exist;" by deleting "and"; and

On page 1, line 18, after "KRS Chapter 154A" by deleting "." and inserting "; and" in lieu thereof; and

On page 1, between lines 18 and 19, by inserting the following new paragraph:

"(d)
Allocate moneys generated for the state by the operation of electronic gaming devices by licensed racetracks to new and existing programs meeting the needs of the young, poor, elderly, and sick within this Commonwealth, which remain unfunded or underfunded due to the state budget shortfall." and

On page 73, between lines 11 and 12, by inserting the following new subsections:

"(3)
No person who receives assistance from a program meeting the needs of the young, poor, elderly, or sick which is funded, in whole or in part, by state revenues, or the parent or legal guardian of such person shall:

(a)
Play, be allowed to play, place wagers, or collect winnings, whether personally or through an agent, from any electronic gaming devices authorized under this chapter; or

(b)
Loiter in areas where electronic gaming devices are located.

(4)
A person applying for assistance from state-funded programs for the young, poor, elderly, or sick shall, as a condition of receiving the assistance, agree to abide by the prohibition contained in subsection (3) of this section. A finding of a violation of subsection (3) of this section in an administrative hearing conducted in accordance with KRS Chapter 13B shall result in the immediate termination of the violator's state assistance."
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
