PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1021 provides that a person may transfer or sell a parcel of land to an immediate family member without first seeking approval from the planning commission or legislative body, whichever has jurisdiction for the subdivision of land, if the parcel of land has a means of access to a public road secured by either ownership or easement.  The construction or placement of a single family residence on such a parcel shall be considered permitted use.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1021 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Provisions in the bill would affect mainly city or county legislative bodies that might have to amend local ordinances to conform with the bill.  Costs incurred would include staff time associated with drafting the changes and the costs of advertising the change once adopted and compiling the change in the local statutes.  Such costs may be offset by property tax increases as the  property values increase with the construction or placement of a single family residence.
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
