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AN ACT relating to state employee salaries and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   (1)
Notwithstanding any other provision of the law to the contrary, if: 

(a)
State employees' annual increments are not fully funded to provide the appropriation required pursuant to KRS 18A.355; and

(b)
Actual state revenues exceed the projections on which the budgets are based pursuant to KRS 48.120 for fiscal year 2002-2003 or 2003-2004;

then the excess revenues are appropriated, to provide state employees the additional annual increment which shall be not more than the difference between the original appropriation and their normal annual increment established pursuant to KRS 18A.355.

(2)
All incremental adjustments shall be applied to each employee based upon his or her anniversary date and shall be paid retroactively.
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
