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AN ACT relating to state gambling revenue.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
It is the intent of the General Assembly that notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, twenty-five million dollars ($25,000,000) in state revenue received from the use of gambling, other than pari-mutuel wagering, that may be authorized by the 2002 Regular Session of the General Assembly or any subsequent session of the General Assembly be transferred on an annual basis to fund a pharmaceutical assistance program for the elderly.

If sufficient funding is received for any of these programs through other direct state or federal sources, or if any of these programs is superseded by other federal law, it is the intent of the General Assembly that funding for that program under this section be diverted to fund community-based services for the elderly.

(3)
Funding under this section may be utilized for any state dollars required as a match to receive federal dollars.
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
