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AN ACT relating to occupations and professions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 335B.020 TO 335B.070 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section, "continuing education requirements" means any requirements in which additional education and training are imposed upon a person engaged in an occupation by a licensing authority. This term shall include any requirements for additional training or course work, whether academic, practical, or hands-on, on which the person's licensing or the renewal thereof or maintaining the person's active status in the occupation is conditioned.

Notwithstanding any provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes or any ordinance, resolution, or order of any local government to the contrary, the licensing authority of any occupation that requires a person engaged in the occupation to complete continuing education requirements shall excuse any person on active military duty in the Armed Forces of the United States or the National Guard from meeting the continuing education requirements imposed by the licensing authority during the period in which the person is on active duty. If a person is not on active military duty during the entire period for which the continuing education requirements are imposed, the licensing authority may prorate the continuing education requirements, and the person shall not be required to complete any portion of the requirements that represents the period in which the person was on active duty.
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
