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AN ACT relating to vehicles that may be driven on public highways.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 189 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter, a person may operate, during daylight hours, a golf cart or motorized cart capable of a rate of speed of no more than twenty-five (25) miles per hour on a public highway other than a divided highway if the person complies with the provisions of KRS 189.810 to 189.830. Carts operated on a highway under this section shall be exempt from all other equipment provisions of this chapter and the vehicle registration requirements of KRS Chapter 186. An operator of a cart under this section shall possess a valid motor vehicle operator's license issued under KRS Chapter 186.
Section 2.   KRS 189.810 is amended to read as follows:

"Slow-moving vehicle" includes farm machinery, including animal-drawn vehicles, highway construction and maintenance vehicles, golf carts or motorized carts, and any other type of vehicle except bicycles, capable of a rate of speed no greater than twenty-five (25) miles per hour.

"Slow-moving vehicle emblem" consists of a fluorescent yellow-orange triangle with a dark red reflective border, as specified in American Society of Agricultural Engineers R276 or Society of Automotive Engineers J943 standards, or consisting of reasonably similar reflective qualities as specified in said standards.
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
