MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 855/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 260 that outlines duties the newly created Kentucky Grape and Wine Council may implement; prescribes Kentucky Grape and Wine Council responsibilities to the extent funds are available; prescribes responsibilities of the Commissioner to the extent funds are available and with the advice and recommendation of the Council; establishes the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council fund in the State Treasury to provide funds to offset the costs of the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council, and defines allowable deposits to the fund; renames the Industry Advisory Committee the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council; increases and defines Council membership; and allows the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council members to reimbursed for any actual travel expense incurred while attending meetings of the council from the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council fund for any actual travel expense incurred while attending meetings of the council.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 855/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 260 to provide for the measures purpose. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

This legislation results in no fiscal impact.  The Kentucky Grape and Wine Council fund is to provide funds to offset the costs of the Kentucky Grape and Wine Council.  The Fund may receive state appropriations, gifts, grants, federal funds, and any other funds both public and private. Costs resulting from prescribed duties of the Council, as well as, responsibilities of the Commissioner, are to be to the extent funds are available.
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
