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AN ACT relating to protecting the public safety through improved methods of issuing secure and tamper-proof operator's licenses and permits.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission shall establish a task force to study the issuance of permits, driver licenses, and nondriver identification cards. The task force shall analyze:

(a)
The cost the Transportation Cabinet and the Administrative Office of the Courts are incurring as Kentucky begins to implement a process to issue secure and tamper proof digitized permits, driver licenses, and nondriver identification cards;

(b)
The process and cost of the system Kentucky has traditionally used to issue permits, driver licenses, and nondriver identification cards; and

(c)
The systems used by other states to issue secure and tamper proof digitized permits, driver licenses, and nondriver identification cards.

Section 2.   The task force shall be composed of sixteen (16) members. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint three (3) members of the House of Representatives and three (3) members of the Senate. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint one (1) House member and one (1) Senate member to serve as co-chairs of the task force. The Legislative Research Commission shall appoint ten (10) additional members based upon the following recommendations:

(a)
The Governor shall recommend one (1) member who represents the Governor's Office of Technology;

(b)
The Governor shall recommend one (1) member who represents the Governor's Office of Policy and Management;

(c)
The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court shall recommend two (2) members;

(d)
The secretary of the Justice Cabinet shall recommend one (1) member of the Kentucky State Police;

(e)
The secretary of the Transportation Cabinet shall recommend two (2) members who represent the cabinet; and

(f)
The President of the Circuit Clerks Association shall recommend three (3) members who are circuit clerks that are members of the Kentucky Circuit Clerks Association.

Section 3.   The task force shall report its findings to the Legislative Research Commission for referral to the appropriate committee. The report shall be due not later than November 30, 2002. Meetings of the task force shall be monthly and on a schedule established by the Legislative Research Commission.

Section 4.   Provisions of this Act to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified in this section to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
