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AN ACT relating to the provision of the warnings required by Miranda v. Arizona to non-English speakers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 15A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Department of Criminal Justice Training, in consultation with the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council, shall develop, print, and distribute without cost to Kentucky peace officers requesting them wallet-sized cards setting out in Spanish the warnings required by Miranda v. Arizona, 384 U.S. 436 (1966), and its progeny. The warning shall also be set out phonetically so as to allow a non-Spanish speaker to deliver the warning orally. The card shall be designed with a signature line to allow a suspect receiving the card to acknowledge its receipt.
(2)
The Department of Criminal Justice Training, in consultation with the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council, shall develop, tape, and distribute without cost to Kentucky peace officers requesting them audio tapes setting out in Spanish the warnings required by Miranda v. Arizona, 384 U.S. 436 (1966), and its progeny with the audio portion of the tape being done by a certified translator.

(3)
The Department of Criminal Justice Training may follow the process set out in subsections (1) and (2) of this section and produce cards or tapes in languages other than Spanish as the department determines appropriate.
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
