MEASURE'S PURPOSE: The purpose of House Bill 93/GA is to require the warden at a state penitentiary to notify the Circuit Court, Commonwealth’s Attorney, and the sheriff of the county where the prisoner is sentenced.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  House Bill 93/GA amends KRS 197.120 to require that when a prisoner is released from a state penitentiary, the warden shall notify the Circuit Court, Commonwealth's Attorney, and sheriff of the county where the prisoner was sentenced, and shall use mail, fax, or electronic mean to communicate this information.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact is indeterminable because the form of communication that will be utilized is not known.  If the mail is used, then approximately $6,700 would be needed to support the costs of paper ($900), envelopes ($500) and postage ($5,300).  The Department currently sends a courtesy notice to the Circuit Court where an inmate was convicted.  The fiscal impact is based on an average of 7,800 releases each year.  The cost could be less if Corrections uses e-mail or faxes.
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
