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A RESOLUTION honoring the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition (KAPT) Program's second enrollment period.

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition (KAPT) Program's first enrollment period was from October 15, 2001, through December 3, 2001, and in only seven weeks KAPT enrolled 2,700 Kentucky children into the program; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program is Kentucky's newest vehicle that enables Kentucky families to save for their children's college education; and

WHEREAS, earnings from the KAPT program are completely tax free and KAPT provides families with a variety of enrollment and payment options; and

WHEREAS, any individual, including family members, friends, or employers, can contribute to a KAPT account set up for a specific child in order to reduce the impact that continuously rising tuition costs have on the affordability of that child's college education; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth's future depends upon the educational level of its citizens and the Kentucky General Assembly has provided the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program as a way to empower Kentucky families to keep pace with rising tuition costs and to allow more of those families' children to pursue a college education; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program's second enrollment period runs from February 1, 2002, through April 15, 2002;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives is proud to recognize the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program and the many benefits it offers Kentucky families in paying for their children's postsecondary education.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives urges Kentucky's families to take advantage of the KAPT Program and enroll their children during the upcoming second enrollment period.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program and the many families who already wisely have decided to invest in their children's future by investing in it.

Section 4.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Representative Rocky Adkins for presentation to the Kentucky Affordable Prepaid Tuition Program.
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
