WHEREAS, Evelyn Rose Jackson has tirelessly devoted her life to the children of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Evelyn Rose Jackson was born on June 3, 1908, in Louisville, Kentucky, to her loving parents Edward and Elizabeth Rose Jackson; and

WHEREAS, Evelyn Rose Jackson received a high school diploma from Central Colored High School in Louisville, distinguishing herself as valedictorian of her class, obtained a bachelor's degree from the University of Cincinnati, and earned a master's degree from Indiana University; and

WHEREAS, Evelyn Rose Jackson began her career as a teacher in 1929 at Western Colored Elementary School in Louisville, and faithfully served as principal of the Frederick Douglas Colored Elementary School, Benjamin Banneker Colored Elementary School, Lincoln Colored Elementary School, and Virginia Avenue Elementary School, subsequently renamed Carter Traditional Elementary School; and

WHEREAS, On June 12, 1942, Evelyn Rose Jackson wed her life-long love, the late William "Jack" Jackson; and

WHEREAS, Evelyn Rose Jackson has devoted her life to the education of children within the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and has distinguished herself in every activity in which she has engaged, including her membership and leadership in the Kentuckiana Girl Scouts, Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Pi Lambda Theta Sorority for Women Excelling in Education, National Education Association, Council for Exceptional Children, Principal's Club, and New Zion Baptist Church;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That this honorable body does hereby express its genuine appreciation to Evelyn Rose Jackson for her tireless and diligent devotion to the children of this Commonwealth.
