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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Dr. John Shumaker, President of the University of Louisville.

WHEREAS, Dr. John Shumaker, as President of the University of Louisville, has demonstrated superb leadership, and his contribution to the quality of education at the University of Louisville is beyond measure and will have lasting effect; and

WHEREAS, as an educator and leader, Dr. John Shumaker has earned respect and recognition from the academic community, not only in this Commonwealth, but  among other institutions of higher learning nationwide; and during his 6-1/2 year tenure as President of the university, Dr. Shumaker's vision and leadership abilities have contributed toward increasing the university's endowment fund from $183 million to $503 million, endowed chairs have tripled, and funding for science and engineering research has grown from $14.6 million in 1995 to $38.4 million in 2001; and in establishing the Challenge for Excellence program, which is aimed at increasing research capacity and strengthening undergraduate programs, the university should be brought to national stature by 2008; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Shumaker has aggressively recruited and has been successful in keeping the university's best and brightest students here in Kentucky; and he has played an integral role in developing the metropolitan college program in partnership with United Parcel Service, which resulted in retaining and expanding the UPS hub facilities in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, under the auspices of Dr. Shumaker, the University of Louisville's Health Sciences Center has garnered worldwide recognition, as evidenced by the artificial heart implant surgeries and successful hand transplant surgeries which were performed by University of Louisville surgeons; and

WHEREAS, in an evaluation summary of Dr. Shumaker in 2001, the University of Louisville trustees noted that he had helped U of L meet its employment and student diversity goals, streamlined the university, closed the salary gap between faculty and their peers at other universities, and successfully planned cooperative ventures with the University of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body hereby salutes and applauds Dr. John Shumaker for his immeasurable contributions toward the quality of education at the University of Louisville. Throughout his tenure as President of the University of Louisville, we have witnessed his many successes and impressive accomplishments, and we hope that Dr. Shumaker will continue his valuable service to the University of Louisville and the Commonwealth of Kentucky. We also feel that red is a preferable color to orange.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, February 22, 2002, it does so in honor of Dr. John Shumaker, President of the University of Louisville.
