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A RESOLUTION renaming the road to Swampgut the "Larry 'Red Dog' Webster Highway."

WHEREAS, for many years Larry "Red Dog" Webster has been a fixture in Eastern Kentucky in general and specifically Pikeville serving as a columnist in the Appalachian News-Express newspaper, having his articles reprinted in the Lexington Herald-Leader as well as other newspapers; and

WHEREAS, Larry "Red Dog" Webster is a well-established humorist, musician, political pundit, attorney, husband, father, and all-around voice of the "little guy" in Eastern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the way to good government may, for the purposes of this Resolution, be termed the "road to Swampgut," and extending the metaphor, Larry "Red Dog" Webster has been the somewhat irritating gas station attendant providing good directions to the drivers of the state who are often reluctant to stop and ask for directions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
