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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of the Reverend Dale Niswonger.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to the Reverend Dale Niswonger, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, the Reverend Dale Niswonger was born on November 17, 1953, a native of St. Louis, Missouri, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 25, 2002, to be with his Savior and Redeemer, Jesus Christ; and

WHEREAS, the Reverend Dale Niswonger was the loving son of the late Chester and Thelma J. "Pat" Niswonger; he was the devoted husband of Mary Bell Niswonger, and the proud father of a loving daughter, Mendy Niswonger, of Cape Girardeau, Missouri; and he also leaves behind four loving brothers, Tomm Leggett, Dan Niswonger, Marty Niswonger, and Steve Niswonger, all of Cape Girardeau, Missouri; and
