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A RESOLUTION urging support of the Barkley Regional Airport in Paducah, Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Barkley Regional Airport in Paducah, Kentucky, is one of only five commercial airports in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Barkley Regional Airport is the only major airport serving western Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Barkley Regional Airport is the only remaining nonsubsidized regional commercial airport in Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, creating employment opportunities to replace the 2,000 jobs lost during the past eighteen months in western Kentucky is a top priority for local elected officials and for area business and community leaders; and

WHEREAS, Barkley Regional Airport is a major transportation artery for conveying customers, suppliers, and tourists to western Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, improvements to the terminal, the airport's technical capabilities, and its infrastructure are vital for securing additional air service which will have a positive effect on the recruitment of new industries, expansion of existing industries, and the development of the Purchase Area Regional Industrial Park as well as individual community industrial sites;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby supports the efforts of Barkley Regional Airport, a vital component in maintaining a healthy economy and a good quality of life for area residents, to secure funding to expand its air service, and to improve its facilities.
