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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Raymond Loranzo Webb.

WHEREAS, it seems appropriate from time to time for this honorable body to reflect upon the contributions of special Kentuckians who have enriched the lives of so many people; and

WHEREAS, Raymond Loranzo Webb, a native of Harlan County, Kentucky, was born on November 29, 1936, the fifth child of his loving parents, George and Ruby Webb; he is the devoted husband of Jean Anne Gore Webb, a native of Logan, West Virginia, with whom he entered into holy matrimony on June 24, 1960, and he is the loving father of Nell Jean Hughes, Lee Ann Pope, and Raymond John Webb, and the proud grandfather of Erin Nell Hughes and Grant Ross Hughes; and

WHEREAS, Raymond Loranzo Webb graduated from Harlan High School in 1956; he graduated from Centre College in 1960, and he earned his Teacher Certification from Marshall University in Huntington, West Virginia in 1963; and he further obtained Rank 1 status from Eastern Kentucky University, and continued advanced educational classes at the University of Louisville; and

WHEREAS, throughout his teaching career, Raymond Loranzo Webb was highly respected by his peers and his students, while teaching at Logan County High School from 1960-1964, at Anderson County High School from 1964-1966, and in the Frankfort Independent School District at Second Street Elementary School from 1966-1968, and at Frankfort High School from 1968 until his retirement in 1990, and he is most fondly remembered and appreciated by a former Frankfort High School student, Representative Stephen Nunn; and

WHEREAS, not only was Raymond Loranzo Webb a dedicated teacher, he actively participated in sports, coaching football, basketball, baseball, and wrestling; and he was formerly affiliated with the Kentucky High School Athletic Association (KHSAA) as a football official and as a member of the Wrestling Committee and past co-manager of the State Wrestling Tournament; and during his coaching career, he was twice selected Coach of the Year in the Central Kentucky Conference, he was named 1989 Coach of the Year in the North Central Kentucky Conference, and in 1977, he was named State Class A Coach of the Year; and

WHEREAS, Raymond Loranzo Webb is a highly esteemed member of the Franklin County community where he is a devout member and Elder of First Christian Church, and a former member of the City of Frankfort Board of Adjustments and Zoning; he is a Freemason, and a member of the Oleika Shriner's Temple in Lexington, and the Al Bahr Shriner's Temple in San Diego, California;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby expresses its appreciation to Raymond Loranzo Webb for his accomplishments as an educator, and for the distinction he has brought to the Commonwealth of Kentucky. His contribution to the quality of education in Kentucky is beyond measure and will have lasting impact.
