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A RESOLUTION urging the Kentucky Board of Education to waive its administrative regulation, 702 KAR 7:125(4), relating to pupil attendance in order to approve disaster days requested by local school districts that have experienced school closures due to extreme flooding.

WHEREAS, disastrous flooding in many counties poses extreme and long-term hardships on families who have lost their homes, clothing, and other property; and

WHEREAS, the disastrous flooding has destroyed local businesses, jobs, and roads; and

WHEREAS, school districts will experience extreme financial hardship as a result of the flooding under the current school calendar and financial funding requirements; and

WHEREAS, the recovery from the flooding will take many weeks;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The General Assembly urges the commissioner of education to recommend to the Kentucky Board of Education that it waive its administrative regulation, 702 KAR 7:125(4), relating to the approval of disaster days in order that the commissioner may approve a request for all disaster days from a school district for those days missed because of flooding above five days missed for that reason during 2002 spring semester.
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
