WHEREAS, Anne Orem Parker was born on July 18, 1929, a native of Baltimore, Maryland, and she traversed these earthly bounds on January 2, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Anne Orem Parker was the loving daughter of the late William Henry and Mae Gaeng Orem; she was the devoted wife of fifty-three years to Sanford Roff Parker, and she was the loving mother of three daughters, Sallie Parker Lotz of Cold Springs, Margaret "Peggy" Parker of May's Lick, and Ellen Parker of Palos Verdes Estates, California, and two loving sons, William Preston "Kip" Parker of Athens, Ohio, and James Orem Parker of Taylor Mill; and she was the proud grandmother of eleven grandchildren, Robert Parker Lotz, Daniel Preston Lotz, Charles Piper Lotz, Piper Clayre Smith, Clayton Parker Smith, Simon Parker Segal, Jack Sanford Segal, James Franklin Parker, Emily Pringle, David Roff Parker, and Mary Elizabeth Parker; and

WHEREAS, Anne Orem Parker was an active and involved citizen, and she was a member of the Humanities Council, the Maysville Tourism Commission, the Underground Railroad Museum, and the American Society of Travel Agents where she served on several national committees; she was past president of the Downtown Association of Maysville, and she had also served on the Hayswood Hospital Auxiliary Board; she was a volunteer for Mason Manor, and she had served the American Red Cross blood drive for the May's Lick School PTA; and

WHEREAS, Anne Orem Parker was a devout member of St. Rose of Lima Catholic Church where her funeral services were held on January 4, 2002, with Deacon Ernest Hillenmeyer and the Reverend C. Wayne Barnett officiating, and her burial was in the May's Lick Cemetery; and
