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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Marian Power McClure Zarrett.

WHEREAS, Marian Power McClure Zarrett was born on January 22, 1910, a native of Clairton, Pennsylvania, and longtime resident of Lexington, Fayette County, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on March 8, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Marion Power McClure Zarrett was the loving daughter of the late James H. and Elva Hagemann McClure; she was the devoted wife of George Rowland Zarrett, who preceded her in death, and the loving mother of a daughter, Elizabeth McClure Zarrett, who also preceded her in death; she was the loving mother of two sons, Dr. Robert W. WHEREAS, Marian Power McClure Zarrett was an active and involved citizen and an esteemed member of the Fayette County community where she was a member of Second Presbyterian Church, and where she was a past volunteer at the Florence Crittenden Home, and a former advisor to the Phi Mu Chapter at Transylvania College; she was active in the Open Gate Garden Club, Book Club, and Play Readers; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Marian Power McClure Zarrett has left a void that cannot be filled, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
