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A RESOLUTION amending Rule 45 of the House Rules of Procedure.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.  Rule 45 of the House Rules of Procedure is amended to read as follows:

Rule 45.
Meetings of Committees. No committee except the Committee on Committees, the Enrollment Committee and a Conference Committee between the House and the Senate shall sit while the House is in session, unless by consent of the House. The Committee on Committees and Enrollment Committee may report at any time except during roll call or while a vote is being taken.

The Committee on Committees, in conference with committee chairmen, shall schedule a definite time and place for the regular weekly meetings of each committee, and that schedule shall be posted in the House Chamber and published in the Legislative Record. A committee shall meet at the regular weekly scheduled time and place so long as business is pending before the committee. The Chairman or a majority of any committee may call a special meeting in addition to those regularly scheduled.

The Chairman shall keep a record of the attendance of members at meetings, which record shall be filed with the Clerk.

The Director of the Legislative Research Commission, under the direction of the Committee on Committees, shall assign a secretary to each committee and provide any professional, clerical or other employees required by any committee.

The Committee on Committees shall meet on call of the Speaker or on call of a majority of the members of the Committee on Committees.

Notwithstanding any other Rule to the contrary, the meetings of the committees of the House shall be open to the public. This provision shall apply to the Committee on Committees, Rules Committee, standing committees, liaison subcommittees, conference committees, free conference committees, and party caucuses.
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
