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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Dr. Kimberly Wolfe of Fort Thomas, Kentucky for her extraordinary commitment and dedication to children as a mental health therapist, registered nurse psychiatrist, registered court evaluator, and child advocate.

WHEREAS, Dr. Kimberly Wolfe is the founder and organizer of a children's mental health practice in Northern Kentucky and has performed hundreds of assessments of child custody, relocation, visitation, competency, and psychopathology including at least 800 sexual abuse evaluations at the Children's Advocacy Center; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Kimberly Wolfe was awarded the "Child Advocacy Award for 2000" by the Children's Law Center in Northern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Kimberly Wolfe participates in the EMDR Disaster Response Network, the Humanitarian Assistance Program, and the Disaster Services to help individuals experiencing traumatic events; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Wolfe was part of a specialized mental health team sent to Manhattan, New York to provide group, individual, and family debriefing and trauma services to victims, police and fire rescue workers, and other survivors of the September 11, 2001, tragedies; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Kimberly Wolfe is a noted speaker on child attachment issues for foster parent education programs; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Kimberly Wolfe is recognized by foster and adoptive parents as "always ready to go the extra mile for a child", "giving kids a chance at life again", and "deserving of the biggest plaque there is"; and

WHEREAS, the attorneys she has worked with claim that "she is courageous in her convictions and never compromises" and that "she is highly compassionate, has enormous integrity, and kids actually get better in her care"; and

WHEREAS, to her employees she is a "hero", a "mentor", "a great role model", and "an angel in disguise"; and

WHEREAS, her colleagues praise her for "going above and beyond by donating her time and services for the sole purpose that children's voices are heard in the courtroom" and predict that "our community will reap the benefit of Dr. Kimberly Wolfe's dedication and commitment to abused children in years to come"; and

WHEREAS, by demonstrating a true servant's heart Dr. Kimberly Wolfe has exemplified the Apostle Paul's admonition to the Church at Rome: "We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves. Let everyone of us please his neighbour for his good to edification. For even Christ pleased not Himself: but, as it is written, 'The reproaches of them that reproached Thee fell on me'." Romans 15:1-3;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor and commend Dr. Kimberly Wolfe for her selfless example and her dedicated service to children. We thank her for her many contributions and we wish to Dr. Kimberly Wolfe God's blessing.
