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A RESOLUTION honoring Dr. Jane E. Good for her devoted service to God, her family, the nation, and the United States Naval Academy.

WHEREAS, Dr. Jane Good began her career with the United States Naval Academy upon receiving her Doctorate in Philosophy from The American University in 1979 and has excelled in her teachings of Russian and European history for the past twenty-three years; and

WHEREAS, by demonstrating compassion and a true servant's heart Dr. Jane E. Good has exemplified the Apostle Paul's admonition to the Church of Rome: "We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves. Let every one of us please his neighbor for his good to edification. For even Christ pleased not Himself; but, as it is written, the reproaches of them that reproach Thee fell on me." Romans 15:1-3; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has been the founding director of the Academic Center and specialized in mentoring at-risk students by addressing their academic difficulties at an early stage and developing an intervention and counseling program to assist their needs; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has served in the Naval Academy Athletic Association from 1986 through the present in many capacities including as the editor and writer for NCAA self-study reports and as the Faculty Advisor for the women's swimming team and the women's varsity basketball team; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has served as an academic advisor to over one thousand midshipmen who have experienced academic difficulties since 1989 and has served as a representative for midshipmen at their Academic Boards when midshipmen were in danger of becoming separated from the Naval Academy; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has excelled at developing specialized graduation plans for midshipmen with special academic needs, thereby allowing them to complete all of the necessary requirements including the rigorous Naval Academy technical curriculum on individualized timetables; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good is the longest serving member on the Admissions Board and is proud to serve as one of the five voting civilian faculty members; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has served on the Women Midshipman study group as the primary researcher and author of studies on the treatment of female midshipmen during the years of 1987, 1990, and 1995; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good is an honored inductee in the Wittenberg University Athletic Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good has authored a scholarly book, five scholarly articles, and over seventeen book reviews in the Washington Post; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Good is the proud mother of two sons, Alexander and Nicholas;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby honors Dr. Jane E. Good for decades of exemplary service to God, her family, the nation, and the United States Naval Academy.
