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A RESOLUTION honoring the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries for winning the girls' basketball State Tournament.

WHEREAS, on March 23, 2002, the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries played the Jackson County Lady Generals for the girls' State Tournament championship at E. A. Diddle Arena in Bowling Green, Kentucky, and emerged victoriously with a final score of 57 - 46; and

WHEREAS, the victory over Jackson County became the first state title for the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries since 1976; and

WHEREAS, the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries won 37 of 38 games throughout this season; and

WHEREAS, the exceptional performance of the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries garnered them the Number 1 ranking in the Louisville Courier-Journal Litkenhous Ratings; and

WHEREAS, the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries became the first Louisville team to win the State Tournament since 1992 and were the first Louisville Invitational Tournament champions to win the State Tournament since 1988; and

WHEREAS, the sterling leadership of coach Donna Moir, her staff, and the numerous others involved with the team was essential to the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries' securing of the most recent state title; and

WHEREAS, head coach Donna Moir distinguished herself by becoming the first person in the modern era to win girls' titles as both coach and player, as she played on the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries' 1976 State Tournament championship team;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby laud the Sacred Heart Academy Valkyries for their outstanding performance in securing the title in the 2001-2002 girls' basketball State Tournament and acknowledges that such efforts require dedication and hard work as well as talent, such traits that the Valkyries have demonstrated that they possess.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize the superior efforts of coach Donna Moir, her coaching staff, and the many others who played intrinsic roles in helping the Sacred Heart Academy win the 2001-2002 girls' basketball State Tournament.
