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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the Kroger Company for their leadership in supplying the citizens of this Commonwealth with organic foods that are free of chemicals and pesticides.

WHEREAS, the health of the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky is valued when they have access to meats that are free of antibiotics and growth hormones; and

WHEREAS, the circulatory and cardiac systems of the body are protected when citizens have access to breads and cereals that are free of hydrogenated and partially hydrogenated oils; and

WHEREAS, the Kroger Company has made available certain organic foods, produce, and meats that are free of harmful chemicals and pesticides;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, April 15, 2002, it does so in honor of the Kroger Company for their leadership in making available specialty products such as organic foods and produce that are not harmful for human consumption.
