With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Kenneth Edward Neptun, and we acknowledge gratitude to the Lord God Omnipotent who created and redeemed Ken.

WHEREAS, Kenneth Edward Neptun was born on January 30, 1980, a native of Seattle, Washington, and was called home to his Lord on April 13, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth Edward Neptun was the loving son of Daniel and Wendy Neptun, and he was the loving brother of Benjamin Neptun and Donald Neptun; and he was the loving grandson of Mr. and Mrs. Carson Neptun and Mr. and Mrs. Bill Wilcox; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth Edward Neptun graduated from Orchard Park High School in Orchard Park, New York, and at the time of his passing, he was a member of the Brigade of Midshipmen First Class at the United States Naval Academy in Annapolis, Maryland, where he was working on a degree in Oceanography, and would have graduated in May with the Class of 2002; and

WHEREAS, as a young man, Kenneth Edward Neptun was a member of the Boy Scouts of America where he earned the rank of Eagle Scout in 1996, and he was a member of the National Eagle Scout Association; and while at the United States Naval Academy, he was a member of the Academy's Glee Club and their Lacrosse team, and his interests also included cycling, sightseeing, and travel, and, in 2000, he ran in the Marine Corps Marathon with his fellow Midshipmen; and

WHEREAS, Kenneth Edward Neptun was a member of the United States Naval Academy Chapel, and he had recently placed his life in the hands of his Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ; he exemplified the Navy's core values of honor, courage and commitment, and he will be remembered as a warrior, a gentleman, and a man of honor and integrity; and

WHEREAS, in the aftermath of Ken's death, we are reminded of God's promise from Psalm 116:15: "Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of his saints"; and

WHEREAS, we are also reminded that a life spent worthily should be measured by faith and deeds, not years, and through his faith in the Lord Jesus and his compassion and genuine love and concern for his family and friends, Kenneth Edward Neptun is worthy of the highest commendation; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Kenneth Edward Neptun has left a void that cannot be filled, and yet his example as an Eagle Scout and an American patriot is championed by members of the Kentucky House of Representatives as an excellent model for all young Kentuckians to follow who are willing to work hard and discipline themselves for a life of service to their country;
