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A RESOLUTION urging the Postmaster General and Congress to preserve the current operations of the Ashland Post Office.

WHEREAS, the Ashland Post Office has served the eastern Kentucky area as a Regional Service Center, processing mail for patrons in the eastern region of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the United States Postal Service is considering moving the Regional Service Center's processing operations from Ashland and consolidating those operations in Huntington, West Virginia; and

WHEREAS, the Ashland Post Office has been highly ranked as one of the most efficient postal service centers in the country; and

WHEREAS, the Ashland Post Office employs many persons in the northeastern Kentucky area whose jobs would be affected by moving the Regional Service Center; and

WHEREAS, the Ashland Post Office processes mail from Pike County to Lewis County; and

WHEREAS, the efficiency and service of the postal system in northeastern Kentucky likely would be greatly diminished if the distribution center is moved to West Virginia;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The United States Postal Service is urged to keep open the Regional Distribution Center at the Ashland Post Office.
