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A RESOLUTION declaring September 11, 2002, and September 11 of each year thereafter, to be "Law Enforcement, Firefighters, Emergency Medical Personnel and Rescue Worker Day" in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, in a single instant on September 11, 2001, this nation was hurled from order into chaos, from joy into sorrow, and from life into death; and

WHEREAS, we will each remember where we were when we heard and saw how the terrorists flew into the World Trade Center, how we watched the buildings fall on the firefighters and police and how the clouds of ashes rose like a tidal wave and swept down the streets of Manhattan, the billows of smoke and fire engulfing our Pentagon, and the last planned terrorist attack that was defeated by brave American citizens in a lonely patch of forest in the Pennsylvania countryside; and

WHEREAS, the face of America was changed forever on that tragic day; and in the days thereafter, Americans have witnessed the professionalism, integrity, perseverance, self-sacrifice and compassion of law enforcement, firefighters, emergency medical personnel, and rescue workers at the sites of these atrocities; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper that we give special recognition to law enforcement, firefighters, emergency medical personnel, and rescue workers for their bravery and dedication to the citizens of this great country;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body praises and extends its highest commendation to law enforcement, firefighters, emergency medical personnel, and rescue workers for their extraordinary heroism, dedication, and professionalism on September 11, 2001, and the continuance of their duties to the citizens of this great democracy.

Section 2.   This honorable body hereby declares September 11, 2002, and September 11 of each year thereafter in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, to be "Law Enforcement, Firefighters, Emergency Medical Personnel and Rescue Worker Day."
