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A RESOLUTION commending the organizations in the Commonwealth of Kentucky that were invited by the State of New York and the Washington, D.C. area to assist in rescue and recovery efforts in New York City and at the Pentagon.

WHEREAS, in the aftermath of the horrendous, destructive, and murderous acts of terrorism that were brought upon New York City and the Pentagon on September 11, 2001, extraordinary heroism was displayed and continues to be displayed by Kentucky individuals and organizations that were invited to assist in the rescue and recovery efforts in New York City and at the Pentagon; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky firefighters, police, and local, county, and state agencies have traveled to New York City and the Washington, D.C. area to assist in rescue efforts at Ground Zero and rescue efforts at the Pentagon; their selflessness, courage, and commitment have been an inspiration to us all, and we draw strength from their spirit of unity and extraordinary heroism; and

WHEREAS, we live in a time of great hope for world peace and prosperity, even though the events of September 11, 2001, are forever engraved in our minds;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body commends and applauds the organizations and the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky who have provided their time, talents, and efforts toward aiding New York City and the Pentagon during this occasion of deep sadness. We are proud of the heroic efforts and the patriotism displayed by our fellow Kentuckians.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the invited Kentucky organizations that rose to the occasion to help New York City and the Pentagon during their time of darkness and despair.
