On page 1, after "(2)", by deleting lines 9 through 21 in their entirety, and by inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"(a)
If, within three (3) years of employment by a sheriff's office, a deputy sheriff who has participated in the Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Fund Program under KRS 15.410 to 15.510, takes employment as a peace officer with another law enforcement agency, that law enforcement agency shall reimburse the sheriff for the costs of training and equipping the deputy sheriff. The amount of reimbursement shall be the cost of training and equipping the deputy sheriff less the cost attributable to the percentage of time that the deputy sheriff was employed by the sheriff.

(b)
For purposes of this subsection, "costs" or "costs of training and equipping the deputy" means actual out of pocket expenses of the sheriff's office which are not otherwise reimbursed by the Commonwealth for the period of training, including, but not limited to:

1.
Course materials, supplies, registration fees, housing fees, and other expenses directly related to receiving necessary training;

Equipment and uniform costs;

3.
Salary for the training period; and

4.
Fringe benefits for the training period.
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
