"(1)
A county that has an air pollution control district qualified to transact business and exercise powers under this chapter, that has provided the board governing the district with a knowledgeable and experienced staff, and that has appointed a citizen panel to advise the board, shall direct the district staff to develop a community clean air program. The program shall contain a strategy for the community to maintain compliance with the national ambient air quality standards established in federal law. The program shall seek to balance the varied interests within the community and to allocate the costs and burdens of the strategy equitably among those interests. The strategy shall attempt to preserve economic development and employment opportunities, to preserve public health, and to enhance prospects for future community growth. The strategy shall be developed with input from the citizen panel as appropriate. If the district staff and board determine that the community clean air program must contain some form of vehicle emission testing program in order to accomplish the goal of maintaining compliance with the national ambient air quality standards, then the vehicle emission testing program that is to be implemented shall be the least intrusive and most cost-effective available for the community. To that end, the program shall at a minimum exempt from testing vehicles five (5) years old and newer and test vehicles on a biennial cycle, with modifications deemed appropriate for the community.

The governing body of the county, or its successor, shall work with the district to revise the community clean air program, as necessary, and give final approval of the program by June 30, 2003. The program shall be implemented by January 1, 2004."; and
