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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: SB 108/SCS requires the University of Kentucky and University of Louisville to establish a joint committee to oversee a study of the feasibility of implementing an electronic health network in Kentucky.  The findings of the study are required, upon completion of the study, to be forwarded to the Governor, various executive branch agencies, the Legislative Research Commission, the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare, and the Interim Joint Committee on Banking and Insurance; and, requires the committee to report its recommendations to the Legislative Research Commission and the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: SB 108/SCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 11 to state declarations and findings of the General Assembly regarding requirements for health care by the Federal Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), electronic health network and health delivery; provides definitions; creates a new section of KRS 164 to require the University of Kentucky and the University of Louisville to establish a joint committee to study the feasibility of implementing an electronic health network in the Commonwealth; establishes membership and responsibilities of the committee; authorizes the committee to seek and distribute funds for the purpose of completing the study; authorizes the committee to contract with an independent third party for any service necessary to complete the study; requires the committee to submit the results of the feasibility study to the Governor, Secretary for the Cabinet for Health Services, Commissioner of the Office of the New Economy, the Legislative Research Commission, the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare, and the Interim Joint Committee on Banking and Insurance; and, requires the committee to report its recommendations regarding the electronic health network model to the Legislative Research Commission and the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare upon completion of the study.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The requirements of this legislation state that the costs assisted with the study are to be supported from Federal Funds and private donations
