PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 119 provides that, if a person has two (2) prior convictions of assault in the first degree, or assault in the second of fourth degree, or any combination thereof, and commits a third or subsequent offense of assault in the fourth degree within five (5) years, the person may be convicted of a Class D felony if the relationship between the perpetrator and the victim in each offense meets the definition of family member or member of an unmarried couple.  SB 119 also expands the definition of incest to include aunt, uncle, nephew, or niece in the list of relatives with whom it is prohibited to have sexual intercourse or deviate sexual intercourse.  Incest is a Class C felony.


FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 119 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Some minimal training costs for local law enforcement officials may be expected due to the changes incorporated in SB 119, however, these costs are not expected to be significant.  The additional training would not be extensive.  SB 119 also expands the scope of a Class D and a Class C felony to include more individuals and possibly increase the frequency with which individuals are convicted of the offenses.  Class C and Class D felons may be housed at the county jail for the duration of their sentence, however, the cost of housing these felons is not borne by the county alone.  The state reimburses counties for housing Class C and Class D felons at a rate of $27.52 per day, mitigating the costs incurred by the county.  Additionally, prosecution costs for these crimes would be borne by the state.  Therefore, only a minimal cost impact is expected if SB 119 is enacted.
