PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 125 HCS prohibits public agencies, taxing districts and other publicly funded emergency response or licensed ambulance providers from requiring local residency of its employees or volunteers.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 125 HCS on local governments is indeterminable but likely minimal.  Only those local governments which currently have a residence requirement would be affected.  If a local government did have a residency requirement of its emergency response and ambulance personnel, it would incur administrative costs associated with changing personnel policies and amending local ordinances to concur with statute.
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
