Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 525.125, relating to cruelty to animals in the first degree, to permit the court to order psychological counseling for a first offense and mandate counseling for each subsequent offense; amend KRS 525.130, relating to cruelty to animals in the second degree, to permit the court to order psychological counseling for a first offense and mandate counseling for each offense, add acts which do not constitute cruelty, permit a court to impose the fine for cruelty to animals for each animal which was the subject of the cruelty, increase second and subsequent offense penalty to Class D felony.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill upgrades the second offense of Cruelty to Animals II to a Class D felony.  The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that this may result in one additional inmate each year with a one year sentence (average time-served of 7.5 months).

Based upon the assumptions noted above, this bill may result in approximately one additional inmate in FY03 and FY04 at a cost of approximately $6,600 each year.
