BR 1668 amends KRS 61.878 relating to exemptions from open records to include security matters such as hospital emergency plans, public agency communications plans, airport security plans, and security system plans for public agencies.

ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1668 on local governments is indeterminable, but likely would be minimal.  The measure increases the categories of records that are exempt from the open records law.  By reducing the categories, the cost of complying with open records requests should be reduced, thereby resulting in minimal administrative and personnel savings for local governments.
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
