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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

SB 181/SCS amends KRS 164.365 to require the board of regents for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System to establish a salary schedule for all faculty and staff of the system for the disbursement of all future salary increases.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

SB 181/SCS amends KRS 164.365 to require the board of regents for the Kentucky Community and Technical College System establish a salary schedule for all faculty and staff of the system for the disbursement of all future salary increases;. and to require that the salary schedule shall be based on the faculty member's or staff member's years of service within the system and all credentials, including but not limited to education and career development training; and to require that the board shall update the salary schedule annually; and to require that faculty members or staff members shall not lose salary or compensation as a consequence of the establishment of the salary schedule.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

SB 181/SCS has no fiscal impact.  The legislation does not affect the level of state appropriation to the Kentucky Community and Technical College System (KCTCS).  It requires only that a salary schedule be established by KCTCS for the disbursement of all future salary increases.  There may be some administrative cost to the KCTCS related to setting up the schedule, but the costs should be very minimal. 
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
