MEASURE'S PURPOSE: SB 185/SCS provides that a Certificate of Need shall not be required for adding beds to Intermediate Care Facilities for the Mentally Retarded/Developmentally Disabled (ICF MR/DD) which are dedicated to providing respite services for individuals with an ICF MR/DD level of care for no more than 30 days, limits these beds to no more than three beds for each 50 ICF MR/DD beds in a facility; and states that these beds shall be ineligible for Medicaid certification. All beds designated for respite services under this provision shall comply with all applicable federal and state licensure requirements for ICF MR/DD beds.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: SB 185/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 216B to provide that a Certificate of Need shall not be required for adding beds to ICF MR/DDs which shall be dedicated to providing respite services to individuals with an ICF MR/DD level of care need for no more than thirty days.  SB 185/HCS also states that the establishment of ICF MR/DD beds shall be limited to three (3) beds per fifty (50) ICF MR beds in a facility, and that these beds ineligible for Medicaid certification.  All beds designated for respite services under this provision shall comply with all applicable federal and state licensure requirements for ICF MR/DD beds.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  SB 185/HCS has no fiscal impact due to these beds being ineligible for Medicaid certification.
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
