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AN ACT relating to the transportation of persons for hire in an urban-county.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 281 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The provisions of this chapter notwithstanding, if the governing body of an urban-county government organized under KRS Chapter 67A, enacts a resolution expressing the desire of the urban-county to regulate the transportation of persons for hire by a taxicab or limousine, and if the governing body of the urban-county forwards the petition to the secretary of the cabinet, all regulation of the transportation of persons for hire by a taxicab or limousine shall immediately and automatically be the responsibility of the urban-county and the state of Kentucky shall not have any authority to further regulate taxicabs and limousines within that urban-county.

Section 2.   If an urban-county fails to enact a petition and forward it to the Transportation Cabinet under Section 1 of this Act by October 1, 2002, the provisions of Section 1 of this Act shall be void.
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
