Create a new section of KRS 508.130 to 508.150 to define the crime of stalking by proxy and provide a penalty.

The Department of Corrections (DOC) averages 13 commitments per year for Stalking I with a 5-year sentence (average time-served is 32 months).  Creating an additional Class D felony of Stalking by Proxy could in the estimation of the DOC result in approximately 5 additional commitments each year with a 5-year sentence (32 months time-served).

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, this bill could in the estimation of the DOC result in approximately 5 additional inmates in FY03 at an approximate cost of  $52,500 and approximately 10 additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of  $105,000.
