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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 508.130 TO 508.150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person is guilty of stalking by proxy when the actor solicits, facilitates, conspires with, aids, encourages, or contracts with another to have that other person engage in a prohibited activity directed toward a person whom the actor is either prohibited from having contact or communication with pursuant to a protective order or who is the alleged victim of a crime committed by the actor for which a criminal complaint is currently pending with a court, law enforcement agency, or prosecutor and the actor has been served with a summons or warrant or has been given actual notice of the complaint.

(2)
As used in this section, "prohibited activity" means activity that:

(a)
Constitutes any degree of stalking;
(b)
Constitutes criminal harassment;
(c)
Constitutes harassing communications; or
(d)
Involves following or surveilling another by physical, electronic, or other means.

(3)
The provisions of this section supersede the provisions of any section in KRS Chapter 502 or 506 creating an offense with a lesser penalty for similar conduct.

(4)
Stalking by proxy is a Class D felony.
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
