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AN ACT relating to urban-county government retirement plans and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 67A.210 TO 67A.350 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the urban-county government shall provide for the payment of one hundred percent (100%) of the premiums for group health insurance single-plan coverage for all retired members of the urban-county, regardless of the date of retirement, and shall make such coverage available to the spouse, dependents, and disabled children of a qualified participating retiree if the premium for such coverage is paid by the retiree.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 67A.360 TO 67A.690 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the urban-county government shall provide for the payment of one hundred percent (100%) of the premiums for group health insurance single-plan coverage for all retired members of the urban-county policemen's and firefighters' retirement fund, regardless of the date of retirement, and shall make such coverage available to the spouse, dependents, and disabled children of a qualified participating retiree if the premium for such coverage is paid by the retiree.

Section 3.   Whereas the well-being of retirees and their dependents is jeopardized by the lack of adequate health insurance coverage, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
