MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of SB 220/GA is to attach the Kentucky State Corrections Commission to the Office of the Commissioner of Corrections and to clarify it purpose.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 220/GA amends KRS 196.081 to re-create the Kentucky State Corrections Commission and attach it to the Office of the Commissioner of the Department of Corrections; requires the Commission to develop a statewide strategic plan for the development and implementation of effective community-based sanctions for criminal offenders; amends KRS 196.700 to define "targeted offenders" and other terms; amend other sections of KRS Chapter 196 to conform.


FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no additional fiscal impact from SB 200/GA, as these costs are currently being incurred by the Department of Corrections current budget includes $600,000 to support this Commission.  The same amount is included in the Executive Branch Base Level Budget Recommendations.
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
