Amend KRS 510.060 to define rape in the third degree to include a person 21 or older who engages in sexual intercourse with another person less than 18 years old and for whom he provides a foster family home as defined in KRS 600.020; amend KRS 510.090 to define sodomy in the third degree to include a person 21 or older who engages in deviate sexual intercourse with another person less than 18 years old and for whom he provides a foster family home as defined in KRS 600.020; amend KRS 510.110 to define sexual abuse in the first degree to include a person 21 or older who subjects another person to sexual contact who is less than 18 and for whom he provides a foster family home as defined in KRS 600.020.

This bill expands the definition of Rape III, Sodomy III and Sexual Abuse I to include defendants who are over 21 and victims who are under 18 and for whom the defendant provides a foster family home.

The average current sentence for these felonies (Rape III and Sodomy III) is four years (32.7 months time-served).  The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that this bill could result in approximately three additional inmates each year. 

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions noted above, the DOC estimates that this bill could result in approximately three additional inmates in FY03 at a cost of approximately $31,500 and approximately six additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of approximately $63,000.
