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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  SB 239/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 48 that requires each program cabinet, the Department for Local Government, the Department of Military Affairs, and the Governor's Office for Technology to submit a four-year strategic plan to the state budget director, the secretary of the Executive Cabinet, and the Legislative Research Commission with each biennial budget request; defines the components of the strategic plan; provides for a September 1 of each even-numbered fiscal year deadline for progress reports on the plan; requires the state budget director to designate an entity to develop and implement a methodology for strategic planning and to develop a training course for state government managers; requires the Governor's Office for Technology to maintain electronic strategic plan and progress report submission forms and to provide a public, searchable database.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SB 239/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 48 to provide for the measure’s purpose. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There would be no additional cost to state agencies to develop a 4 year strategic plan as it would be incorporated into the budget preparation process, of which any costs should be absorbed within the existing resources available to each agency.  Additionally, there would be no additional cost to the Office of the State Budget Director or the Governor's Office for Technology, as pilot projects for Performance Based Budgeting have already been established and the systems/processes defined in this legislation are already in place.
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
